INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE EXAMINATIONS

Dear Students,

The End Term Even Semester/Annual Theory Examinations for the Academic Session 2025-26 have been
scheduled w.e.f. 02/05/2026 (Saturday) at Centre (Faculty of Engineering & Technology). There are
certain rules to sitting in the examination as follows: -

BEFORE THE EXAM

Check the exam date sheet carefully. Make sure you know the time and venue of your exams.
Students must be in proper uniform with ID card.

Bags, mobile phones, any electronic items and any kind of written material etc. are prohibited in
the Examination Hall. Student are advised to leave their expensive items at home/hostel. University
will not be responsible for the loss of any item.

Students are advised to complete all the formalities before collecting the Admit Card.

Students will not be allowed to appear in the examination without admit card. Keep you admit card
secure. If the admit card has been misplaced, you may get a duplicate copy from examination
section after depositing the fee of Rs. 100/- in the account section.
